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You use possessive adjectives and pronouns to express possession.

Possessive adjective: Possessive pronoun:

Here are my facts.

El mio esta en la mesa.
Mine is on the table.

Aqui esta mi reportaje.
Here is my report.

Alli esta tu reportaje.
There is your report.

That report is yours.
