You use possessive adjectives and pronouns to express possession. 

Possessive adjective: Possessive pronoun:

Aquí están mis datos. Los míos están en el libro.
Here are my facts. Mine are in the book. 

Aquí esta mi reportaje. El mío está en la mesa.
Here is my report. Mine is on the table.

Allí está tu reportaje. Ese reportaje es el tuyo.
There is your report. That report is yours.

Note that possessive adjectives are used with nouns, while possessive
pronouns replace them:

es interesante. Sí, pero la tuya es más 
Your career is interesting. interesante que la mía.

Yes, but yours is more interesting than mine.
