Quiero ir al museo .
I want to go to the museum that is near the center of town.

You introduce a with a relative pronoun. The most 
common relative pronoun in Spanish is que. You can use it to refer 
to both people and things.

el artista 
the artist who painted this painting

una obra teatral
a theater play that entertains everyone

Quien (and the plural quienes) is the relative pronoun that is used 
to refer to people. It is usually used after a preposition.

la cantante con quien hablé
the singer with whom I spoke

los pintores de quienes te hablé
the painters of whom I spoke

que divierte a todo el mundo

que pintó este cuadro
