ADDITIONAL USES

Uncertainty: We will use the subjunctive when referring to people or things whose existence is NO'T certain. Note the

examples.

I know a doctor who speaks Spanish.

Yo conozco a un doctor que habla espaiiol.
We know this man to exist!

Tengo algo que Ud. puede tomar para el tos.
I have this; it exists.

I'm looking for a doctor who speaks Spanish.
Busco a un doctor que hable espafiol.
Not sure if he exists.

¢Tiene Ud. algo que yo pueda tomar para el tos?
I'm asking if it exists, but not really sure.

E.S.C.AP.A. — Subjunctive is ALWAYS used after
these prepositions as they introduce events that have
not yet occurred. They describe what may be.
