Only one recovery attempt per test is allowed
and must be completed before the next major test (usually 1-2 weeks). The student initiates the recovery pro-
cess and must meet all the teacher’s requirements (help sessions, practice work, etc.) within the teacher-given
time period. A contract with all requirements is signed by teacher, student, and parents. The recovery test or
sections may be in a different format but cover the same standards. The student receives the higher grade. The

expectation is that the student’s recovered grade will show a significant improvement in mastery of standards.

Missed assignments due to absence: It is the student’s responsibility, if absent, to make arrangements on the day of
return with the teacher to complete missed assignments. Makeup work must be completed by the student within the time
specified by the teacher (The amount of time the student is absent plus one day). If a student knows about an assignment due
the day he or she is absent, it must be turned in on the day of return to school. Late work and assignments will re-
